Directions:

· Fill a baggy with a large, craft stick, two magnets, 1 clothespin and a foam, lamb die cut shape

· Apply double stick tape to clothespin, one on each side in the center

· Attach the clothespin to the large craft stick

· Attach sheep to front of clothespin, pinch side of clothespin showing

· Add Psalm 95:7 Bible verse sticker to sheep

· Clip Luke 19:10 to clothespin

· Coin sticker on one end of the craft stick and a decorative sticker on the other

· If craft does not have magnets on the back, add one at each side

· Encourage the kids to put their craft on their refrigerators to remind them that Jesus is their Savior
