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The Last Supper & Judas’ Betrayal (Matthew 26:14-30; Mark 14:12-25; Luke 22:1-23)

Main Point:  Jesus wants us to remember Him.

Key Verse:  Every time you eat this bread and drink from this cup you are telling of the Lord’s death until He comes again.  I Corinthians 11:26 NLV

Materials: Paper for each student, crayons or markers; A cup of grape juice and matza bread


     - LEADER: DO NOT SERVE COMMUNION TO KIDS -
Hands on Application: 

· Say: I would like for each of you to draw something for me. Please draw your pet, or one of your favorite people. After kids have had a few minutes to draw, have each of them share about their drawing.

· Pick up one of the drawings and say: Now is this actually ______’s dog? No. It’s a picture. Ask: How do you know that this isn’t the real thing? Say: This is a picture, or a symbol, of her dog. Ask: What is the difference between a picture and the real thing? One is a representation of the other. Say: Pictures are a great thing, though. 

· Ask: What do you think ______ will think about every time she looks at this picture? 

Personnal Application: 

· Leader, show the matza bread and the cup of juice during your discussion. Say: Communion is a very special time here at our church and believers all over the world celebrate it too. Believers use the time of Communion to remember what Jesus did for us. Some of you may already take communion. It is up to your parents to decide when you should take communion.

Group Discussion: 
· Ask a volunteer to read Matthew 26:26-28. Hold up the bread and break it. Say: Jesus said this bread represented His body. Ask: Do you remember why the bread is flat? It had no leaven or yeast in it. Say: Yeast was a picture of sin. What does this bread tell us about Jesus? He had no sin; He was perfect. Say: His body was broken so that one day, we too, could be perfect and sinless when we believed Him.

· Leader, Hold up the grape juice. Say: Jesus said the fruit of the vine was like His blood. What does Matthew 26:28 say about Jesus’ blood? It takes away our sins.
· Communion is the time for us to remember that Jesus paid for our sin. There is nothing we can do to earn our way into the kingdom. We simply turn from our sin (repent) and believe in Jesus, and by His GRACE He welcomes us into His kingdom.

· Leader, take time to share what communion means to you. You can use the words below or share your own thoughts. It still amazes me that my Savior would die for me! When I take communion, Jesus wants me to remember His sacrifice for me. It is a time for me to think about how much He loves me and how much I love Him. Because I know that I still sin, it is also when I take extra time to confess those sins to Him and thank Him for forgiving my sins!  

Conversation with God (Prayer): Pray specifically for each child and ask the Lord to help you all remember Him during this coming week.  Fill in prayer journal and close in prayer.
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
